Definitions. 2. Inthese rules, unless the context otherwise requires:

(a)  Authority” means the Haryana Forensic Documents Examiner Regulatory Authority
constituted under rule 4 of these rules;

(b)  “board” means a board of experts appointed under rule 8 of these rules;

{c) “Chairperson” means chairperson of the Authority;

(d)  “Forensic Science Laboratory” means Forensic Science Laboratory/Regional
Forensic Science Laboratory wnder the control of State Government;

(e) "member’ means member of the Authority;

1f) “registralion” means due registration with the  Authority:

experts in the State will get themselves registered with the Authority,

6. Qualification and requirements for registration as forensic document examiner.- (1) The
applicant seeking registration must;

(@)  be aperson of good moral character, high integrity and good repute and
must possess high ethical and professional standing;

(b)  possess at least a science degree in forensic science from a recognized University
or diploma in forensic science from a recognized University/Institute;

(<) have undergone full time training of at least two years duration in Forensic
Science Laboratory or has been in practice for at least five years as forensic
document examiner;

(d)  submit as reference the names and addresses of three forensic document
examiners attesting to his/her qualification for registration.

7. General provisions of registration.- (1) The general provisions for registration shall be
as under:-

(@) The right to allow or deny registration shall be reserved with the Authority.

{(b)  The registration would be valid for a period of five years and after its expiry it
renewal will be mandatory.

(¢)  The list of registered forensic document examiners would be maintained
and updated periodically on website of State Government by Information
Technology Department, Haryana.

(d)  The report of every registered forensic document examiner must bear his /her
valid registration number issued by the Authority.

(¢)  The Authority will have the power to take disciplinary action against the
registered forensic documents examiner if he/she violates ethical or professional
rules of conduct or competency or strictures have been passed against him /her
by any Court of Law. The following disciplinary action could be taken in the
case of violation of the aforesaid :-

(i)  Written reprimand;
(it) Suspension of registration for a specific period of time; or
(iii) Cancellation of registration permanently.

8. The Authority, in the event of conflicting opinions of experts would appoint a board
of three experts under its supervision whose report would be binding on the contesting

parties. The members of such board of experts would be paid a nominal fee for the examination
of such case as decided by Government.

9. [f any question arises as to the interpretation of these rules, the matter will be referred to
the Government.
